


NOTICE TO BUYER














Assuming you have obtained (where necessary) planning permission


to site your vehicle you should be aware just how large, railway 


vehicles can be.





Railway carriages on average are approximately 66 feet long


9 feet 3 inches wide & 12 feet 9&3/4 inches high(overall). #


The weight varies between 33 tons & 40 tons depending on the type


of vehicle.





#You will need a length of track (a panel) on which to stand your vehicle.


If you do not sink your track panel below the surface you will need to allow for the height of the rails and sleepers, which could increase your overall height by as much as 15 inches. (The panel minimum length 60ft.)


If required railway carriages can be grounded, which


of course reduces the overall height considerably.





Siting of your vehicle is very important, for instance,


there must be good firm access to its final location.


The coach will be delivered by road transporter and there must be sufficient clearance for the transporter to negotiate entrance to the site,


off load the coach and still be able to exit the site after delivery.


Part of our deal when acting on your behalf will be to arrange for the hauliers,(we recommend Moveright International for this purpose), to contact you direct to discuss with you their requirements and set a delivery date.
